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The Academic Schedule

The academic schedule at St. Johnsbury Academy is organized in what is
known as block format. Instead of the schedule consisting of a large number
of courses that meet every day for the year for relatively short periods of time
(i.e. 40-minute periods every day), our schedule features a smaller number of
courses that meet for longer periods each day with students completing each
course after one semester of study. At St. Johnsbury Academy, students can take
up to 5 courses each semester*, with each course meeting for 70 minutes each

day. At the end of the school year, students may have taken up to 10 full courses.

The Center for Academic Improvement and Enrichment

The Center for Academic Improvement and Enrichment provides another
opportunity during the school day for the Academy to meet the academic needs
of our students, as well as providing opportunities for enrichment, either to

enhance classroom content or broaden areas of interest to students.

The Center is designed to assist students to master the Academy standards with
which they are having difficulty, primarily in the academic courses of English,
Mathematics, Social Studies, or Science. It gives the classroom teacher and his
students another option if classroom and Conference Period assistance are not

enough to help a student to reach full potential and master the standards.

The Center does not deliver curriculum. It addresses the needs of the student
through the curriculum and content appropriate to the course from which the

student has been recommended or in which he has chosen to seek assistance.

The Center is staffed by classroom professionals who bring to the program their
own expertise in the content area they normally teach, as well as other areas in
which they are skilled. National Honor Society students are also available to

work with students seeking academic assistance.

The Center’s resources are available to students each block. The Center does not
take the place of the regularly scheduled daily Conference Period available for

students to meet with their teachers.

It should be remembered that no student is ever locked into a specific level
or “track.” Our goal is to find the level where each student will learn most

effectively in each subject area.

Critical Skills

The academic content and level of academic demands of high school and the
interactions between students and teachers will be exciting and challenging
experiences. To help our students make the transition from middle to high school,
we have designed a course for ninth-grade students that will help them both
academically and socially. It is called Critical Skills, and it is divided into two
parts: Health and Study Skills, and Computer Literacy and Physical Education. The
Health and Study Skills component is a semester-long course offered first or second
semester and awards students one credit. The Computer Literacy and Physical
Education component is also a one-semester course, with Computer Literacy and
Physical Education meeting alternating days throughout the semester. Successful
completion of each component will earn one-half credit. Each of these courses and

components are fully described in the St. Johnsbury Academy Course Guide.

We are enthusiastic about our Critical Skills program. High school is part of life
and not just a period of time to pass through and then leave behind. We believe the
courses and components of the Critical Skills program will provide skills necessary
for success inside and outside the classroom and attitudes that will contribute to
living a healthy life in high school and in the future.

Regardless of which component a student is assigned to in the fall, the first two weeks
of school are devoted to an orientation of life at the Academy. During these two weeks
students will learn about the Academy’s history, philosophy, organizational structure,

policies, rules, and traditions.
